Subject: Weekly Sandwich Street Activities Update — October 2, 2023

As part of the Gordie Howe International Bridge project, just over three kilometres of Sandwich
Street will be reconstructed by Bridging North America. Sandwich Street reconstruction work is
now underway with the first segment of work ongoing between the Essex Terminal Railway (ETR)
crossing and Chappell Avenue. To help keep the community informed on activities planned for
Sandwich Street, the project team will provide weekly email updates.

e Pouring concrete curbs, driveways and connections along current work zone between
Chappell Avenue and ETR crossing.
